This CAMP RELEASE, WAIVER, AND INDEMNITY AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into on this _______________ day of ______________, 20____, by and between Kindred Spirit Farm, LLC, hereinafter designated the FARM and __________________________________________________________ hereinafter designated the CAMPER, and if CAMPER is a minor, CAMPER’S parent(s) or guardian(s), ____________________________________________________. 

In return for the use today and on all future dates of the property facilities and services of the FARM. LLC, the CAMPER, his heirs, assigns, and legal representatives, hereby expressly agree to the following:

1.
Camper agrees to assume ANY AND ALL RISK INVOLVED IN OR ARISING FROM THE CAMPER’S USE OF OR PRESENCE UPON THE FARM’S PROPERTY AND FACILITIES including without limitations but not limited to, the risks of death, bodily injury, property damage, falls, kicks, bites, collisions with vehicles, horse or stationary objects, fire of explosion, the unavailability of emergency medical care, or the negligence or deliberate act of another person.

2.
Camper agrees to hold the Farm and all of its successors, assigns, subsidiaries, affiliates, officers, directors, employees, and agents completely harmless and not liable and release them from all liability whatsoever on account of or in connection with any claims, causes of action, injuries, damages, cost or expenses arising out of Camper’s use of or presence upon the Farm’s property and facilities, including without limitation, those based on death, bodily injury, property damage, including consequential damages, except if the damages are caused by the direct, willful and wanton negligence of the Farm

3.
Camper agrees to indemnify and defend the Farm or its agents against, and holds it harmless from, any and all claims, causes of action, damages, judgments, costs or expenses, including attorney’s fees, which in any way arises from the Camper’s use of or presence upon The Farms’ property and facilities.

4.
Camper agrees to abide by all of the Farms Rules and Regulations.

5.
The Camper understands the potential dangers that he/she could incur in grooming, leading, tacking up, mounting, riding, boarding, feeding a Horse(s); including, but not limited to, any interaction with any horses. The Camper understands the potential dangers that he/she could incur in petting, feeding, walking, washing, shaving, and playing with the farm animals and pets; including, but not limited to, any interaction with any animals. Understanding those risks, the Camper hereby releases the Farm, its officers, directors, shareholders, employees, and anyone else directly or indirectly connected with the Farm from any liability whatsoever in the event of injury or damage of any nature to the Camper or anyone else caused by or incidental to the Camper electing to groom, lead, tack up, mount, and ride a horse or horses owned or operated by the Farm or pet, feed, walk, wash, shave, and play with any farm animals owned or operated by the Farm.

6.
The Camper assumes the unavoidable risks inherent in all animal (especially equine) related activities, including but not limited to the following:

a.
That the animals may behave in ways that may result in injury, death, or loss to                                                                                                                                            persons on or around equine.

b. That animals are unpredictable and may react to sound, sudden movement, unfamiliar or familiar objects, persons or other animals.

c. That injuries may result because of the surface and subsurface conditions upon which a horse is ridden.

d.   That an animal may cause injury by colliding into other animals or objects.

e. That injury may be caused to the Camper and the Camper’s property while participating in an equine or farm animal activity because another participant does not maintain control over his or her animal.

f. That working with animals and on a farm may expose Camper to a variety of insects, parasites, germs, and weather conditions that can cause illness. 

g. That the inherent risks include but are not limited to death, or bodily injury and physical harm to camper and spectator.

7.
The Camper recognizes and agrees that he/she knows which equine professional(s) he/she will be working with, and acknowledges that he/she agrees said equine professional(s) has/have made reasonable and prudent efforts to determine the Camper’s ability to engage in the equine activity, and has/have sufficient knowledge of the Camper’s skills as to relieve, release and hold harmless said equine professional(s) from any liability whatsoever, including but not limited to, any incident causes by or related to said equine professional’s negligence, relating to injuries known, unknown, or otherwise not herein disclosed; including but not limited to, injuries, death or property damage from: mounting, riding, dismounting, leading, grooming, feeding, use of horse barn, paddock, trails, any horse ring, in any capacity; falling off horse whether horse is bucking, flipping, spooked, or the Camper’s failure to understand any equine professional’s directions relating to the Camper’s riding or otherwise use and control, or lack thereof, of the Camper’s horse or the horse the Camper has been assigned to. 

8.
This contract is non-assignable and non-transferable and is made and entered into in the State of Maryland, and shall be enforced and interpreted under the laws of this State. Should any clause be in conflict with State Law, then that clause alone is null and void.  When the Farm and Camper or Camper’s parent or guardian, if Camper is a minor, sign this contract, it will then be binding on both parties, subject to the above terms and conditions.

9.
The Camper understands and recognizes and warrants that this Release and Hold Harmless Agreement, is being voluntarily and intentionally signed and agreed to, and that this Release and Hold Harmless Agreements is a waiver of any and all liability(ies).

10.
Liability:  Neither party shall be liable for any acts or omissions of the other party or the other party’s servants or agents committed in the provision of services and/or duties described herein, except for acts or omissions due directly by the gross negligence of the party or by the party’s agents or employees.

11
Waiver:  The waiver by either party of a breach of any provisions of this Agreement by the other party shall not operate or be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach by any party.

12.
Binding Effect:  This Agreement shall be binding upon and shall inure to the benefit of the parties hereto, their respective heirs, representatives, successors and assigns, but shall not be assignable by either party.

13. 
Entire Agreement:  This Agreement shall be deemed to express, embody and supersede all previous understandings, agreements and commitments, whether written or oral, between the parties hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof and to fully and finally set forth the entire agreement between the parties hereto.  No modification shall be binding unless stated in writing and signed by both parties.

14. Interpretation:  No provision of this Agreement shall be interpreted for or against any party hereto by reason of the fact that said party or his or her counsel or legal representative drafted all or any part thereof.

15.
Representations, Warranties, Guaranties and Covenants:  The Farms makes no express or implied representations, warranties, guaranties and/or covenants of any kind pertaining to the services provided pursuant to this Agreement.  More specifically, the farm makes no express or implied representations, warranties, guaranties and/or covenants of any kind pertaining to: (i) the amount of time he shall devote to providing the services; and (ii) the method or manner in which it will provide the services.  

In consideration, therefore, for the privilege of riding and/or working around horses or working with the farm animas at the Farm, the undersigned does hereby agree to Hold Harmless and Indemnify the Farm, as above stated, and further release the Farm from any liability or responsibility for accident, damage, injury, death, or illness to the undersigned or to any family member or spectator accompanying the undersigned on the premises.
